Remind children 
to pay attention to the proportion of the whale’s body.
Children can use their creativity to design the whale’s tail and fins; the key is to find building 
blocks of appropriate shapes for construction.

Explore fish in the underwater world—whales are one of the very large 
species. Whales have huge bodies, fins, and tails; they need a lot of 
energy to swim, so they eat a lot, mainly feeding on other small fish in 
the sea. Guide children to build a giant whale by hand, observe its 
structure, and understand that whales are mammals, which is different 
from other egg-laying fish.
