Fun Ball Chasing

Interactive Tips
If children have no ideas, you can find pictures online for them to refer to. Or ask more specific 
questions, such as: "What shape is a goalpost? How to make the goalpost stand up? Which 
building blocks can be used to build the shape you want?"
When building the goalpost, use the small ball to compare sizes to ensure the small ball can be 
shot into the goalpost.
In club building, it is quite difficult to connect blocks stably to form a strip shape. Encourage 
children to make more attempts here.
